  Come to me, all you that are weary and are carrying heavy burdens, and I will give you 
rest. 

 (Matthew 11:28)  

What do you think of when you hear this verse? What in your mind are the “heavy 
burdens” that Jesus says people are carrying around? What is the heavy burden that 
you are carrying? 

These burdens can certainly take a variety of forms. It can be pressures at work or 
pressures at home. It can be the challenges of raising children or getting projects done, 
or simply finding the money to buy groceries or pay bills. Maybe you are needing to 
care for a loved one, and that care has become a burden, or it could be that you have 
your own health problems that are a burden. 

There are many things that can come to our minds when we hear this verse, but I 
would like to consider one particular burden that can become important around this 
time of the year. It is the burden of memories. 

We are entering the time of the year when we traditionally gather with family, for 
Thanksgiving and for Christmas just to name two big ones. It can be a difficult time for 
many people as they prepare to live up to the holiday expectations, but are also 
reminded of the loved ones who will not be part of the gathering. These are memories 
that we can cherish, but which can also serve as a burden; weighing us down in our 
times of joy and bringing tears to our eyes when we feel we should be celebrating. 

November 1 is All Saint’s Day on the church calendar, a day when we traditionally 
remember those who have left this life and who now live in a better place. One way that 
we can be relieved of the often heavy burden of our memories is by trusting God to care 

for those we have said farewell to. Our faith in eternal life is God’s way of giving us rest 
from the burden of our memories.

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Read 1 Samuel 16:1-5.  Samuel is being asked by God to perform a 

touchy job. Kings are not elected officials, they generally serve for 

life being replaced by the next in line. What is Samuel being asked 

to do, and why do you think Jesse’s family is fearful? 

Read 1 Samuel 16:6-10. Apparently Jesse has some fine looking 

sons, the first one looks like a winner to Samuel, but God says not to 

worry about outward appearances, because it is what is in the heart 

that counts. Have you known someone who had a good heart, but 

was not much to look at? 

Read 1 Samuel 16:11-13.  Anointing a person with oil served many 

purposes, you may recall that Jesus was anointed with oil and he took it 

as preparation for his burial. There was also a medical use, but this is 

ritual, a way to set a person apart. How do you see that happening here?
